providing resources to secure additional scholarships and 
financial aid.  We promote student achievement and the game 
of golf by working with PGA Golf Professionals to create new 
innovative golf programs that encourage students to set goals 
both in golf and their education.  The NGSA strives to enhance 
the playing ability of junior golfers, while stressing the 
importance of education in both high school and college.  Since 
inception in 2003, the NGSA has awarded nearly $100,000 in 
college scholarships assisting hundreds of students with 
college education costs.

Future Developments & Considerations 
The NGSA continues to develop new opportunities for students.  The previous five years has 
established a proven track record of program accomplishments that has recognized the Top50jrTour as 

an innovator in junior golf.  The Top50jrTour has recently been presented 
the Junior Golf Leader Award for 2008, by the Michigan Professional 
Golfersô Association.   
 
 
The board of directors of the NGSA, with the help of supporting partners, 
sponsors and numerous volunteers hope to introduce several innovative 
student golf programs over the course of the next several years 
including; 
 

  The NGSA will continue to promote and co-develop numerous 
additional Top50jrTour TourZones nationally to provide students more 
opportunities to play FREE competitive tournament golf and earn 
scholarship awards.   Current growth projections estimate an additional 

20 to 25 new TourZones by the year 2112, which would provide students with over 10,000 free rounds 
of tournament golf and more than $200,000 in scholarship awards each year. 
 

 The NGSA is developing a web-based system that provides high school students the ability to 
create a personal student profile / resume and make their profile available to college golf coaches 
nationally.   Anticipated rollout is spring 2008. 
 

 The NGSA is developing a web-based system that provides high school students the ability to 
research college enrollment and scholarship information.  This program will assist students and parents 
navigate the numerous college prep requirements expected of successful high school students by 
providing a year-by year approach to preparing for college. Anticipated rollout is spring 2008. 
 

 The NGSA is developing a web-based system that provides high school and college coaches the 
ability to monitor the statistical tournament performance of several selected high school students 
nationally.   Anticipated rollout is summer 2008.
